Below are some highlights, but first, an important update 
on payment and directions. 
 
PAYMENT AND DIRECTIONS TO THE CIRCLE THE WAGONS RV 
To make the arrival process more streamlined, Circle the Wagons will begin to call those that are 
paying their own site a few days ahead to collect their fee.   
 
GPS ALERT – DIRECTIONS INFORMATION  
If you are coming to La Veta from the West on Hwy 160, GPS has you turn on Co. Rd. 450. As 
you are approaching town, GPS will want you to turn on 2nd St. It is a dead end and there are 
signs that say that. Do not turn on 2nd Street or 1st Street as GPS may instruct you to. Just 
stay on Co. Rd. 450 and it will bring you into La Veta. You will stay on that road until you come 
to Main St. From there you will turn left and go approximately 3 blocks to 2nd Street where you 
will turn left and come into the park. If you don't pay attention, GPS sends you down a dead 
end road and you will be backing up your rig.

STONEWALL CENTURY RIDE 
Join us in La Veta, Colorado for the 16th annual Stonewall Century Bicycle Ride. You’ll 
be treated to scenic vistas, friendly volunteers, great feed stations, and steep hills. The 
route follows Highway 12, a Colorado Scenic Byway known as the “Highway of 
Legends”. The grade on this beast exceeds 10%. Have no fear, the steepest section lasts 
only one mile and the grade lessens toward the top. Then you’ll enjoy the 17-mile descent 
into La Veta, where a BBQ dinner and massage tables await you.
