To renew your annual WBCCI and Unit memberships: 
Go to airstreamclub.org/current-members/membership-renewal and pay on the internet ($90 = $75 
WBCCI + $15 Keystone, #092).  On the ‘Dues’ page, select ‘WBCCI International Dues’ and in the 
box below carefully scroll down to ‘Keystone Pennsylvania Unit’. WBCCI will send us a copy of 
your receipt, and your Unit dues.   
(If you are unable to use the website you can call Amanda Hughes at WBCCI Headquarters and 
she will renew you over the phone with a credit card. 937-596-5211.) 

Remember, you must renew through WBCCI by December 31, 2020 to be listed in the 2021 
International Directory published in February 2021.
