This year, July 17-24, the 64th International Rally will be held at 

Wilson County Fairgrounds in Lebanon, TN, the county seat of 

Wilson County, Tennessee with a population of approximately 

37,000. Lebanon is located approximately 25 miles east of 

Nashville and less than a three-hour drive to Great Smoky 

Mountains National Park.
