Many of you were lucky enough to eat some of Jane’s marvelous cooking. I'm including the
recipe here.

MAWMAW JANE'S POUND CAKE

5 eggs (room temp)

2 V% sticks Butter, unsalted (room temp)
2 ¥ c sugar

1 tsp vanilla extract

V2 tsp almond extract

Va tsp lemon extract

Va tsp coconut flavoring (optional)
3 ¢ SIFTED flour (sift 3 times)

1 tsp baking powder

V2 tsp sait

1 cup Daisy Brand sour cream

1 Preheat Oven to 350 degrees. Grease and flour a tube
pan. (1l use Bakers Joy spray). Line inside of the tube pan
with wax paper. Set aside pan.

2. On low speed beat eggs, butter, sugar, and flavorings for
30 seconds. Increase speed to high and beat for 5 minutes.

3. Add baking powder and salt to the sifted flour. Add flour
mixture alternately with the sour cream and beat on low
speed.

4. Spoon the batter into the tube pan and bake for
1 hr 20 min.

5. Place a pan of water on bottom oven rack. Moisture will
prevent cake from drying out.
