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Tech Tips for Cooler Air

It is summer and of course it is hot. Not too long ago we noticed
our 30 Classic (2018) trailer was hotter inside than usual. We were
sitting in the full sun with 30 amp service, so we could only use one
AC unit. We checked the diffusers and the vents were open (pictured
right). We looked at the return air grills (lower left) and there was

no visible dust since we brush or vacuum the outside regularly.

Later, when we got home, I did a closer inspection. I held my finger
up to the return air grills and felt no movement. So, I removed the
screws holding the return air grills in place and pulled them off. Be
careful, the screws are little and easily dropped. Use a screw driver
not a screw gun. You don’t want to strip any threads.

Fine dirt had collected on the inside of the screens and the filters
were clogged (lower right shows before and after cleaning). It need-
ed washing with soap and water and light brushing with a tooth
brush. The screen snaps into little tabs on the back of the grill. Be
careful with those because they are soldered on and can be broken
off. Also clean the screens for the second AC if you have one.

So, remember, check the diffusers and both sides of the return air
grills regularly. Clean ‘em, and reinstall ‘em. Have a coo/ day and AC Diffusers
night!
