Have you gone camping and found a
hidden gem? We recently were on a
road trip visiting Old Sacramento. We
stayed at was the Cal Expo RV Park at
the Sacramento Fairgrounds. It is a no
frills campground with full hookups on
asphalt. They are decently sized. The
nice part was the location. We were
camped a short drive from Old

Sacramento. We we close to shopping,

restaurants and a movie theater. The
best part for us, was the campground is
located on the American River. There is a paved multi-use trail that runs for more than
30 miles! This trail can also, be used to access Old Sacramento. The trail system includes
unpaved hiking trails that
meander in and out of native trees
and shrubs and gets you closer to
the river and to other parks along
the trail.
