Kathleen’s	Baked	Beans

4 cups dried great northern beans 8 cups water 2 teaspoons dry mustard 1 cup brown sugar 4 tablespoons 
molasses, light or dark ½ lb bacon 2½ tsp salt ¼ cup catsup 1 small onion, diced ½ teaspoon ground black pepper 
Mix together in a Crock Pot and bake all night on low. In the morning, put on high – Ready by noon. P.S. I like to half-
cook my bacon in the microwave before I put in the Crock Pot.
