Now | have been
requested to post something about
our food we consumed at the rally.
Here are two recipes for your
enjoyment.

BREAKFAST CASSEROLE
Ingredients

20 ounces of shredded hash
browns (thawed)

1 |Ib sausage (cooked, crumbled,
drained)

1/4 c. onion (finely diced)

1/2 red bell pepper(finely diced)
1/2 green bell pepper(finely diced)
8 eggs(beaten)

1 can evaporated milk

1/2 tsp ltalian season(optional)
2 c. shredded cheddar cheese

Instructions

Preheat the oven 350 degrees (if
baking immediately) brown
sausage and drain. Combine
eggs,milk,salt, pepper, and
seasoning in a bowl and whisk. Set
aside 1/2 cup of cheese for topping.
In a 9x13 baking pan spray with oil,
then layer hashbrowns,
cheese,sausage, peppers, onion.
Now pour in your egg mixture,
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evenly over the top of your layers
then cover with the

reserved cheese. Bake for 55-65
minutes or until cooked through.

You can make it the night before
and put it in the fridge, just
remember to pull it out of the fridge
30 minutes before baking!!!

You can substitute 1 1/3c. of
almond milk for the evaporated
milk, as well as egg beaters for
eggs, and non dairy cheese.

OKAY, let's hope that fuel costs
don't put us into a SECOND
mortgage and be safe out there as
many of us are heading out for new
adventures!
