Thursday July 17th through Sunday July 20th, 2025 

 

Thursday July 17th - Arrive any time after 3 p.m. 

Jubilee College State Park is a 3200-acre facility located in Peoria County between the 
towns of Kickapoo and Brimfield, just off US Route 150. This scenic area, with its rolling 
topography and meandering Jubilee Creek, offers various outdoor recreational activities. 
This park offers picnicking, camping, equestrian, hiking and biking trails and various hunting 
opportunities. 

Directions: 
You can reach Jubilee College State Park from I-74. From the east, you will want to take 
exit 75 at Brimfield and turn left on U.S. Route 150. You will drive for 4 miles down the road. 
The park entrance will be on the left. Those traveling westbound should take exit 82 and 
head right towards Kickapoo. You will make a left onto U.S. Route 150 and drive for 4 miles. 
The park entrance will be on your right.

Peoria Riverfront Museum opens 10 to 5 daily, $18 senior price.  

Brakers Market, Eureka IL. 32 miles from the park was a big hit last visit. 

5:00 pm – Meet up and caravan to Pizza 150 in Kickapoo 4 miles from the park. 

Saturday July 19th – Breakfast on your own. 

9:45 am – Meet up and travel to the other side of the park and tour the Old Jubilee College 
Historic Site which dates to the earlier part of the 19th century. I cannot arrange this tour 
until February 2025. 

1:00 pm - Meet up and caravan to the Wheels O time museum, Wed – Sun, noon to 5pm, 
admission $10 (senior) 1710 Woodside Drive, Dunlap IL. 16 miles from the park 

5:00 pm – Meet up and/or caravan to the Osaka Hibachi & Sushi Bar, 5201 W War 
Memorial Dr Suite 502, Peoria, IL 61615 

Sunday July 20th – 

9:00 am – Pancake and Sausage breakfast in the group area, bring anything additional you 
would like. 

Nothing scheduled during the day (so far) there is something that might interest people and 
that is The Bishop Hill historic site = Thurs thru Sunday 9am to 5 pm.  The special events 
calendar for 2025 has not been published yet. 42 miles from the park
