Fort Stevens 
Visit Astoria 

With Victorian-era homes etched into hills 
overlooking the Columbia River, this picturesque 
settlement (the oldest west of the Rockies) is a 
port city with Scandinavian flavor. 

Tour Fort Stevens

One of the nation’s largest public campgrounds, 
Fort Stevens marks the site of a military 
installation once used to guard the mouth of the 
Columbia River. The fort saw service for 84 years, 
from the Civil War to World War II.

Visit Cannon beach

Just 24 miles south of Fort stevens, It’s no 
wonder National Geographic listed Cannon 
Beach as one of the 100 most beautiful places in 
the world. The city’s many art galleries, 
restaurants, boutiques and oceanfront 
lodging can easily spark your imagination. If you’re 
into those kinds of things.



Lake Quinault

As beautiful as anywhere on earth, majestic glacier-
carved and fed Lake Quinault is surrounded by the 
mossy old-growth trees of the Quinault Rain Forest, 
one of only three temperate coniferous rain forests in 
the Western Hemisphere.

The valley that creates the lake and rainforest is known 
as the Valley of the Giants. Here you will find the 
largest Sitka Spruce in the world, along with other 
recognized giants of Hemlock, Douglas Fir, Western Red, 
and Alaskan Cedar. The towering trees and lush, green 
forests at the southern end of the Olympic National 
Park and National Forest are home to abundant wildlife 
including bald eagles and Roosevelt elk.
