The rally 
highlighted the strength of Region 3, and the Palmetto State Airstream Club was proud to be well represented 
throughout the week. 
 
Palmetto State members stepped up immediately as volunteers to support the rally. Supporting smooth arrivals,   
Terry Montgomery and Jennifer Olsem volunteered to lead the parking crew, skillfully guiding and parking 215 
Airstreams, with valued assistance from members of the South Florida Airstream Club. Gail and I served on the 
welcoming committee, greeting attendees and selling raffle tickets to awaiting rally goers.
