Many of us self-identify as beginners and enjoy learning every time we 
hit the water. Nearby Points of Interest (POIs) included National Recreation Areas 
(e.g. Mt. Ranier NP, Billy Frank Jr. Nisqually National Wildlife Refuge), multiple 
museums, as well as local tourist attractions.
