2. Register atthe GHAC Website & pay your Rally Fees. Club rallies can be found by clicking on this

In case you are wondering, this is a summary of the official
Airstream Club International (ACI) Rally Types:

+ International Rally: The club's largest annual event,
typically lasting six days. It gathers members from around
the world for education, maintenance seminars, socials,
and shopping at a large Airstream-only expo.

+ National Event Rally (NER): These have "national" status
and are held near well-known festivals, historic sites, or
natural landmarks. They receive prime placement in the
Blue Beret magazine and on the ACI website.

+ Regional Rally: Large annual events organized at the
region level (e.g., the Region 2 Rally often held at
fairgrounds or resorts with planned programming and
meals.

+ Local Club (Unit) Rally: Planned by local clubs for their
members and guests. These usually include planned
activities and meals. (GHAC Rallies are Club Rallies.)

+ Multi-Club Rally: A rally jointly sponsored by two or more
local clubs.

+ Buddy Rally: A specific type of rally where club members
are permitted to invite a friend who owns a non-
Airstream RV. Clubs are typically limited to hosting two of
these per year.

+ Club Caravan: A “rolling rally" that includes multiple
camping locations along a set route.

+ Pop-Up Rally: The Pop-up Rally is one that is gaining
popularity and is best described as an impromptu
gathering with no rally fee or dedicated host but rather
just a location and set date where rigs can join together.

’: ortunately, others at the rally stepped in and helped. Our host Jim Glover came to the rescue, carrying his
box of tools, and Bob Jones helped as well. Jim isolated the location on our Alde system where the leak was
coming from. It was the hot water valve underneath the dinette, which we turned off to stop the leak. Of course,
that meant we had no hot water from then on! Camping in an Airstream is always an adventure!

Il seemed to be corrected until Tim decided to take a cold shower after working outside in the heat. This

lead to more water works, this time from underneath the shower. Frankly, he was ready to trade her in
for a Flying Cloud &%, but Airstream of Austin has upped their game. They now have a call center to schedule
appointments. After discovering they could take us in on Saturday, we made the decision to leave a day early and
get her in. Darn, that meant we would miss the work day at camp i.;—,)‘@l At this writing, just one week later, we
have a diagnosis. The shower cartridge was leaking internally due to a bad shut off valve, our hot water quick
connect underneath the dinette was loose on the alde hot pipe, and drain valves underneath the rig leaked to a
stuck shut off valve. We aren’t sure at this point whether Airstream will fix it under warranty, but it's looking

pretty good! If you ever need to replace your shower cartridge, here’s a great
YouTube video on how to DIY. | think even we could do this.
